For each set, ask your child to say the amount in words and write it 
in numbers. For example, if you show a $5 bill and two pennies, your 
child will say `five dollars and two cents´ and write `$5.02´.

Have your child compare the two amounts of money and say which 
amount is greater.

Now, ask your child to exchange a bill for bills or coins of a smaller 
denomination. For example, say `Exchange the $5 bill for $1 bills. How 
many $1 bills will you need?´
